It is our shared responsibility to unlock their potential through a personalised and child-centred approach. We want our parents of pupils with SEND to feel welcomed, valued and actively involved in the decision making of their child’s learning. Our ambition is to give our SEND pupils opportunities that showcase the ‘best’ they can be.

What is SEND?

Our school currently provides additional and/or different provision for a range of needs, including: 

· Communication and interaction needs including social communication skills
· Cognition and learning  needs including general or specific learning difficulties
· Social, emotional and mental health needs including behaviours which may disrupt the learner’s progress
· Sensory and/or physical needs, for example, visual impairments or hearing impairments

We use a wide range of information and measures to closely monitor all children’s progress and identify our pupils with SEND at an early stage. We follow the Gloucestershire Graduated Pathway Guidance and  use the model Assess, Plan, Do, Review.

Our Special Educational Needs Coordinators (SENDCOs) work together with the class teachers and teaching assistants to provide expertise to enable the best support for our children with additional needs.
