We are delighted to announce that we have a new ‘wellbeing cabin’ 
being built.; we have been extremely fortunate to have received 
several generous donations, including £5000 from the PTA. We 
believe this new facility will provide a very welcome, safe and calm 
space away from the busy main school building for our children to 
take part in therapeutic sessions and talk about their worries and 
any problems they may have.  Not all children find the school 
environment easy and we have seen a rise in anxiety since the 
pandemic; this hub will provide a quiet area with trusted adults 
where children can explore what is happening for them.  This 
additional support will meet their emotional needs and help them 
to personally achieve with a longer aim of becoming more confident 
and happy in their learning space.
