Constitution Changes

Chairs Report

I would like to start by offering my thanks to everyone who has helped me during the last year and in particular those members of the committee for their time and dedication in supporting the achievements of the PTA.

A special thank you should go to Gemma Standen who’s standing down as Treasurer, as well as Christina White & Victoria Heal-Smith who are also standing down from their roles as committee members.  All of you have been valuable members on the committee and we couldn’t have had such a successful year without their support.  I hope you will continue to support us at events.

I have been a member of Elmbridge Primary School since 2014 and joined the PTA committee in 2017 I then became secretary in 2018 & 2019. In 2020 I became co-chair with Aimee Evans and again in 2021. In 2022 I became chair and have held the position since then.  

I have had to make the hardest decision to step down this year as my youngest daughter is going into year 6 and family commitments mean I can no longer commit my full attention to the PTA. I will however continue to support the incoming chair and committee members to the best of my ability. 

It has been a profitable year for the PTA.  We have been able to hold our usual events such as Fireworks Night, Summer Fayre, Uniform Sales & Christmas Fayre, just to name a few. 
   
With the funds we’ve raised we have purchased: 

Murals for KS2 cloakrooms and crush hall & in KS1 entrance. Partially funded 30 Chromebooks for KS2, Dolls houses, people & furniture for KS1, Year 6 SATs breakfast and leavers pens and many more wonderful items. 

In addition, I would like to thank our parents/carers and school staff, without you we could not run events.

I think you will agree with me that the funds raised by the PTA go a long way to helping support the children of Elmbridge Primary School.

Once again, I would like to say a huge thank you to everyone for your ongoing support and taking the time to attend our AGM.

I’ll now pass you over to Gemma Standen who’s been our Treasurer this year to present the finance report. 

Treasurer's Report 

This statement has been prepared by Gemma Standen as treasurer of Elmbridge primary school PTA.

The income generated for the financial year 2023/2024 was £17,811.64 (gross), which is a fantastic achievement for the year and for the school year to date is £16,613.82(gross). This total will change at the end of July due to other planned events should the PTA continue. Money has been raised from uniform sales, Rags2Riches collections, Raffles, Ink bin collections, the Christmas fair and fireworks night.

A massive thank you to all the parents that have contributed over this year supporting the events that have been run, a great effort by all which  continues year-on-year to not only raise awareness of the PTA, but to increase funds for the school to use for the enhancement of the children’s education.

A special mention to our committee member Alex, the company he works for has donated this school year a total £3,468.41. Alex volunteers for events and his company then matches and funds his time in a donation to his chosen charity. Thank you Alex, so far since joining the committee your company has donated over £8,000 in donations.

In regards to match funding if any parent volunteers or donates money to the PTA over an event they can ‘match fundraise’, so something to think about going forward. A parent of the school approached their company who matched up to the value of £500 following the Christmas Fayre, a massive thank you once again.

From the funds raised since the last AGM in June 2023, some of the items  that we have granted through the bid process and paid for by the PTA are as follows:

Murals for KS1 and KS2(£4,000)

Donated additional money to Wellbeing cabin for furnishings (£2,000)

Donations towards Laptops and licences for KS2 (£6,000)

Discos for all children

SATs breakfasts

Books for Santa for KS1

Dolls furniture for KS1 for learning

Wet play bid

Leavers gifts 

The PTA bank account as of today, 10 June 2024 holds £12,739.72.

The committee has done a great job with organising events this year.

We really appreciate the engagement of the parents and guardians of the school, thank you for helping, supporting the PTA and raising funds for the enhancement of the children. A huge thank you from us.
