This statement has been prepared by Gemma Standen as treasurer of Elmbridge Primary School, PTA.
The income generated for the financial year 2022/2023 was £17,486.26 which is a fantastic achievement for the year. For the school year to date we have £8,483.38, this total will change at the end of July due to other planned events happening such as the Summer Fayre should the PTA continue.  Money has been raised from quiz nights, discos, uniform sales, raffles, Christmas Fayre, and fireworks night.
A massive thank you to all the parents that have contributed over this year supporting the events that have been run, a great effort by all and continues year-on-year to not only raise awareness of the PTA, but to increase funds for the school to use for the enhancement of the children’s education.
We have seen an increase in the total raised over the year, and this is because in the previous couple of years we have had pandemic restrictions and as this has eased, we have been able to put on fundraising events.
From the funds raised this academic year, some of the items that we have granted through the bid process and paid for by the PTA are as follows:
Donation of £8000 to the well-being hub following an increase in building costs, Picnic benches for the KS2 area, Furniture for the KS2 library, Books for Santa, Coronation inflatable fun for all the school, Bookmarks as a commemoration to the King’s coronation & Leavers gifts 
The PTA bank account as of today, 13 June 2023 holds £13,126.71.
The committee has done a great job with their organisation this year and we really appreciate the engagement of the parents and guardians of the school, helping, and supporting the PTA in raising funds for the enhancement of the school for the children.  A huge thank you from us.
